We will leave the dock by coach and prepare ourselves for the ride up the hill whilst we pass
Geiranger church, an octagonal wooden building with a slate roof nestled into the rocks.

After a number of twists and turns, we will reach Hole Camping. We will leave the coach there and
start our excursion on foot.

Our route will see us zig-zagging up the mountain and crossing summer pastures. In the past, all
the straw available was used, even the straw that grew in the most inaccessible places. It was
collected and sent down the valley using the loypestreng, a cable that stretched to the nearest
barn.

Our destination is the spectacular Storsaster waterfall, which gushes out from a height of 30 metres
forming a large curve so we can walk right under it!

After admiring this incredible view, we will hike down to Westerds farm, which lies on a projection
jutting out over Geiranger.

Uninhabited during winter and at the beginning of spring due to the danger of avalanches, itis a
hive of activity during the summer months and it is here that we will be served a drink.

After relaxing for a while, we will have some free time to look around the farm before returning on
foot to Hole Camping where our coach will be waiting to take us back to the quay in Geiranger.
We recommend that you book early because only a limited number of places are available.

This excursion is not recommended for guests with mobility problems.

The walk to the waterfall takes around 1 hour (3 km) and covers rough ground and steep sections
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so it may be tiring.

THE BRIKSDAL GLACIER: NATURE TO TAKE YOUR BREATH AWAY
In a nutshell

Leaving from Hellesylt, you will be amazed by its waterfall plunging into the fjord, in the emerald green
and deep blue waters. You will go past the Olden valley and villages of Nordfjord, lakes and spectacular
mountains.

You will then walk up to the Briksdal glacier, a part of the imposing Jostedalsbreen glacier system, along
wooden bridges and past streams, before the majestic ice appears before you. After a typical lunch, you
will continue up the mountain road of Stryn to take the perfect photo at Flydal, with the ship in the
background. Nature, emotions and Northern scenery all in a unique tour.

villages of Stryn, Loen and Olden. This fascinating village nestles at the bottom of the fjord and
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stretches along numerous lakes in the Olden Valley as far as the mountain lodge at the Briksdal
Glacier.

+ Our walk takes us through stunning nature to the Briksdal Glacier , a branch of the mighty
Jostedalsbreen Glacier , the largest in Europe.

- At first, the path climbs and crosses over the waterfall on a wooden bridge.

+ At this point we find ourselves standing face to face with the massive glacier.

+ We'll then walk back the same way to the mountain lodge, where we'll enjoy an excellent lunch.

- Back on our journey, we cross the valley alongside the extraordinarily beautiful lake towards Stryn.

+ We climb the mountain road to Stryn, which used to link eastern Norway with the west.

+ Our return journey to Geiranger runs through quite a few tunnels, and we make a final stop at Flydal

to take a few snapshots of our ship, waiting for us in the fjord.

We will leave the port of Hellesylt and head north, soon making a stop at the viewpoint over the
Geirangerfjord, where we can take photos of the breathtaking views with our cameras.

Afterwards, we will continue to Mount Stranda, a renowned ski resort offering breathtaking views of
the surrounding snowy peaks as well as the majestic Storfjord.

We will leave our coach behind us and climb to the top on a spectacular cable car whose large
windows offer us 360° views of the fjord and mountains.

The cable car runs to 1042 metres above sea level, where we can feel in direct contact with nature
as we see goats grazing in summer and plenty of snow for the kids to play in.

From the top of the mountain we can enjoy exceptional views of the majestic Geirangerfjord, which
has been declared a UNESCO World Heritage Site, and Jostedal glacier, the largest in Europe
situated on dry land.

We will then cross the Geirangerfjord on a ferry, marvelling at the steep, imposing mountains with
their countless waterfalls dropping down towards the sea.

Our next destination is a photostop at the famous Trollstigen or Trolls’ Path’, an engineering feat
consisting of an extremely narrow scenic road with 11 hairpin bends and a hair-raising steep
gradient, surrounded by majestic mountains and stunning waterfalls.

Back down at the fjord, we will take the ferry back across it and stop at the @rnesvingen viewpoint,
which literally means Eagles’ Turn, where we can admire and take photos of the Geirangerfjord and
the Seven Sisters waterfall, so called because it splits into seven rivulets over the rock face.

Then we will travel along the last section of the road and stop in Geiranger, our final destination.
The excursion starts in Hellesylt and ends in Geiranger.

For safety reasons, if Trollstigen road is closed or covered by snow, an alternative panoramic view

point will be suggested depending on weather conditions.

The programme

+ We will take to the skies for this excursion on a helicopter ride and soar over one of the most famous
and spectacular fjords in Norway: Geirangerfjord, declared a UNESCO World Heritage Site in 2005.

- We will cover the full length of the fjord, around 15 km, starting at sea level and rising to the summit
of the surrounding snow-capped mountains: we will be amazed by the breathtaking views and
steep, rugged cliffs with powerful waterfalls (such as the "Seven Sisters” or "Bridal Veil Falls"), which
create light veils of mist that produce an endless display of ever-changing rainbows, which will
leave us lost for words.

The Geirangerfjord is described as the most beautiful fjord in the world: we will set off on a kayak
journey surrounded by magnificent and striking mountains, which, with their steep faces, reach
heights of up to 1,500 metres.

Grip those paddles and away we go: we will admire the breathtaking scenery and the farms
perched on their rocky outcrops. According to local folklore, farmers would tie ropes to their children
and animals to prevent them from falling from the high walls of rock. We will skim the waters and
breathe in the extremely fresh air of the fjord: what better way to feel the strength and greatness of
mother nature in person than on a kayak tour?

Our kayak will follow the outline of the basin, which curves between two tower-shaped mountains. It
is a magical and majestic place at any time of the year.

After admiring the verdant nature and the striking rock formations of the fjord, we will set off on the
return journey, during which our guide will tell us the history of Geiranger and its population.

You must be physically fit to take part in this excursion and not suffer from back pain.

You must be able to swim.

No prior kayak experience is required.

The excursion includes a 5 minute walk to the kayak platform, where participants will receive safety
instructions and information on how to paddle.

+ We leave the port by coach and set off to explore Bergen, the second largest city in Norway after
the current capital, Oslo. Bergen was founded in 1070 AD. Between the 12th and 13th centuries the
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city was the capital of Norgesveldet, the Norwegian Empire which included Iceland, Greenland and
part of Scotland. Bergen flourished thanks to the export of fish (mostly dried fish) which was the
city's main product in the Middle Ages. Even after Oslo became capital in 1299, Bergen continued to
grow as a business centre, becoming the largest in Norway.

+ Our panoramic tour begins by passing in front of some of the city's most important and symbolic
landmarks, including King Haakon'’s Hall (Hékonshollen), the imperial residence, and the
Rosenkrantz Tower (Rosenkrantztdrnet), built around 1560 by the Governor of Bergen Tower, Erik
Rosenkrantz, to serve as both as a residence and a fortified tower.

.

Our tour then continues to the other symbol of the city, the ancient and picturesque wharf district of
Bryggen ("bryggen” in Norwegian means "wharf"), which was built around 1350 by the Hanseatic
League. It is the most enchanting neighbourhood of the city and extends along the eastern side of
the port of V&gen, with long parallel rows of coloured buildings with sloping roofs (and leaning
walls, in many cases), which are built with rough wooden planks on stacked-stone or wooden
foundations. In the past, these buildings were used as offices, homes and stores and were used by
the German merchants of the Hanseatic League, which enjoyed a trade monopoly with Norway.
Today the Bryggen District is listed as a UNESCO World Heritage Site and boasts shops, restaurants,
cafés and artisan workshops.

- Passing by the bustling Fish Market (Fisketorget), we head for the Nordnes Peninsula, with its typical
19th-century white wooden houses. The Bergen Aquarium (Akvariet) at the tip of the peninsulg,
boasts one of the largest collections of marine and freshwater fish and invertebrates in Europe, in
addition to seals and penguins; in the tropical section there are crocodiles, snakes, turtles and
monkeys.

« As we continue on our way, we enjoy the splendid panorama that opens up on both sides of the
port and, before returning to the ship, we cross the Fish Market once again and head for the
@vregaten, the oldest street in Bergen.

« Those who wish can stay a little longer at the Fish Market and return to the ship independently.

- Our tour begins with passing by King Haakon's Hall (H&konshallen), the imperial residence with
adjoining banquet hall built by King Hdkon H&konsson in 1261 and the nearby Rosenkrantz Tower
(Rosenkrantztdrnet), which was built around 1560 by the Governor of Bergen, Erik Rosenkrantz, to
serve both as a residence and a fortified tower. Today it even incorporates part of the keep (1273) of
King Magnus the Lawmender and Jergen Hansson's fortress of 1520.

- We will stop on at the picturesque old wharf district of Bryggen ("bryggen’ in Norwegian means
"wharf"), which was built around 1350 by the Hanseatic League. It is the most picturesque district of
Bergen, extending along the eastern side of the port of V&gen, with its long parallel rows of colourful
buildings. Once, these buildings were used as offices, homes and stores by the German merchants
of the Hanseatic League. Today the Bryggen District is listed as a UNESCO World Heritage Site and
boasts shops, restaurants, cafés and artisan workshops. We wander around the alleys between the
picturesque warehouses that line the street and along the seafront to enjoy the quaint atmosphere
of this neighbourhood.

« We then arrive at the Flgibanen funicular station, which has been in operation since 1910. Once
aboard, we are transported up the 26% gradient to an altitude of 320 metres a journey of about 8

minutes to reach the summit of Mount Flgien (one of the seven mountains that surround Bergen, its
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name derives from the wind vane placed at the summit many centuries ago to indicate the force
and direction of the wind to sailors entering or leaving the port below). Mount Flgien is very popular
with the inhabitants of Bergen as a recreation area all year round. From the summit the view is truly
impressive: we can see the heart of Bergen at our feet and looking to the west, on a clear day, you
can also see the North Seq, and the neighbouring archipelagos.

+ We take the funicular back down, and after boarding the coach, we cross the Fish Market square,
with its seafood, flowers, fruit and vegetables and souvenir stalls and we head for the central park
and the lake.

+ We then go through the residential area, admiring the well-preserved wooden houses, the gardens
and the Royal Residence on our way to Fantoft Stavkirke. This wooden stave church, located in an
enchanting wooded area to the south of Bergen, was rebuilt in 1992 after a terrible fire and is the
exact replica of the original building which dated back to 1150. In the Middle Ages, in Norway, there
were at least 800 of these typical stave churches; today there are only 30 remaining.

+ Places on this excursion are limited. We recommend booking early.

+ In the event of inclement weather, the view from the platform of the funicular may not be ideal; in

these conditions you are also advised to wear appropriate clothing.
The funicular is very popular among both locals as well as visitors; therefore, long lines at the
Funicular should be expected.

We begin our excursion walking to the Flgibanen funicular station , which has been in operation
since 1910. Once aboard, we are transported up the 26% gradient to an altitude of 320 metres a
journey of about 8 minutes to reach the summit of Mount Figien (one of the seven mountains that
surround Bergen, its name derives from the wind vane placed at the summit many centuries ago to
indicate the force and direction of the wind to sailors entering or leaving the port below). Both the
funicular ride and the belvedere at the top offer a magnificent panorama of Bergen and its
surroundings.

After the funicular ride, we begin our walking tour of the Flgien Hills, a very popular recreational spot
with the inhabitants of Bergen all year round. We walk along one of the many gravel roads, which
leads us through woods with gentle hills, until we come to the small, idyllic Lake Skomakerdiket; we
then take the main Bl&dmansveien hiking trail.

As we walk uphill, the view becomes increasingly spectacular: we can see the fjord with its many
islands, the city of Bergen at our feet and the North Sea in the distance to the west.

After walking for about 2.5 km, we come to a crossroads. If the weather is favourable, we take the
Rundemansvegroad and, as we leave the trees behind us, a broad panorama opens before us on
all sides. We then come to the highest point, Rundemanen, at an altitude of approximately 570
metres, where we stop to rest and enjoy the fresh air.

Depending on how physically fit you are, and the weather conditions, there is the possibility to
extend or shorten the hike. In any case, at the end of the hike we go back down to the city with the
funicular.

Places on this excursion are limited. We recommend booking early.

The excursion foreseen a total of approximately 10 km of walking you are therefore advised to wear
trekking or sports shoes and comfortable multi-layered clothing.

There's also a
reading corner here for visitors who want to learn of ancient stories itting very comfortably.

Youngster and adults will all find something to love: mythology, games, photos with unlikely trolls. A
perfect combination of culture, fun and technology that will make everyone happy.

- As the guide reveals various anecdotes on Bergen, we walk along the narrow cobbled alleyways
leading to the various districts including Sandviken, one of the oldest parts of the city.

+ We are rewarded for reaching the highest point of the itinerary located at 275 feet above sea level
with enchanting views over the city and the fjord surrounded by majestic mountains.

+ With our body and spirit reinvigorated by this thrilling adventure, tour ends at pier.

+ Ever since the Middle Ages, the city owed its wealth and importance to fish trade, as testified by the
picturesque port of Bryggen, declared a UNESCO World Heritage Site and boasting colourful
wooden houses as well as the lively fish market, which has been supplying the locals since 1276.

+ Our comfortable electric buses then take us to the Nordnes peninsula with its picturesque white
wooden houses and where we stop to take a few photos in the park of the same name.

+ We cross Nestet, one of Bergen's most popular and panoramic residential areas, drive past the
student campus with its botanical garden.
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+ Our pleasant excursion of this charming city comes to an end and we return to the ship after

getting off the bus.

The programme

+ We will leave Bergen on our coach and head to Bolstadfjorden and the town of Voss, a famous spot
for tourists in summer and winter, known around the world as the Norwegian capital of adventure.

+ When we arrive in Voss, we will board a train that will take us along the main railway line. We will
cross Raundalen mountain valley and Gravhalsen tunnel, winding down FI&dm valley for another 5
kilometres until we reach Myrdal.

+ That is where our adventure along the FI@m railway line begins. It is a spectacular, intrepid journey
that Lonely Planet calls the most beautiful train ride in the world.

- Along the 20-km route, one of the steepest in the world, our train will follow the tracks that wind
along the majestic Sognefjord while we admire rivers that have carved out deep gorges, waterfalls
that jet out over the precipices of jagged mountains and farms clinging to rocky crags.

+ A stop is also planned at the stunning Kjosfossen waterfall where we can take incredible photos.

+ When we reach Fl&dm station, we will get back on our coach and continue our tour through two
tunnels that open out onto Neergyfjord, declared a UNESCO World Heritage Site for its unrivalled
beauty, and then make our way to Ncergy valley.
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- We will then head to Oppheim lake and stop again for photos at Tvinde waterfall before returning to
Voss and then to the ship.

Now feast your eyes on even more splendor: the mountain of Kjerag is home to Kjeragbolten, a rock
suspended in its crevasse, while Flerli has the world's longest wooden staircase, with 4444 steps.

+ There are some thrilling panoramas for you too, as the view changes as you wind your way up the
27 hairpin bends on the bus to Lysebotn. Incredible shots with zero effort? No problem.
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- After the astonishing nature, take a sweet break at Byrkjedalstunet: taste Norwegian waffles and

check out the candle shop. Small local works of art for you to peruse.
The excursion includes a long stretch of road with hairpin bends, so it is not recommended for guests
suffering from car sickness.

IN THE COUNTY OF ROGALAND: HIKING THROUGH WOODLAND AND PAST
WATERFALLS.
In a nutshell

In Rogaland county, there's a footpath through the forest that leads you far away from civilization, and
places you at the heart of Norwegian nature: walk its length on a trek with a local guide, among the
secrets of the place that only they know. Your reward? One of the biggest waterfalls in Norway, falling
freely from the rocks. The myth associated with this natural marvel and the wild north act as a backdrop.

The programme

- It's a bit of a walk, but rest assured that this trek through the unspoilt nature of the county of
Rogaland is worth every one of your steps.

+ The climb is steep, among centuries-old woodland and rocks. Keep the pace with your local guide:
they know the air that you breathe in these places, the flora and fauna, the culture and traditions.

+ They'll explain it all to you, among the rays of light that warm the landscape as you make your way
to the Méanafossen waterfall, which falls from more than 90 meters into the blue fjord of Frafjord.

- Standing before it, all you'll feel is its power, and hear the voice of your guide: it is thought that the
Vikings offered their swords to the gods here. And that they in turn transformed these into the
waterfall as a sign of their gratitude. Or rather, into the ninth biggest waterfall in Norway.

ADRENALINE ON LYSEFJORD: THE THRILL OF A SPEEDBOAT, WATERFALLS
AND PREIKESTOLEN
In a nutshell

On board a motorboat, you and a small group will speed along the Lysefjord, the fjord of light, as part of
a land experience that will leave you with goosebumps. Moving between giant cliffs, you will plunge into
some of the most secluded places in Norway's natural landscape, which only a Stavanger native really
knows - they can tell you everything about these pristine lands.

Main stops
- Exploration of the Lysefjord on board a motorboat: Preikestolen and Mount Kjerag

The programme

+ In Stavanger, a powerful motorboat is the perfect way to slip into caves and inlets. A waterproof
jacket may come in handy, because you'll be passing under some waterfalls!

+ Only you and another lucky few can follow the same routes as those who live here: larger tourist
boats cannot venture into such inaccessible areas of the fjord.

+ With your local captain, you'll skip across the waves to Lysefjord, with the wind caressing your face
and chasing the cobwebs away. 50 km of living rock, glaciers and inhabited islets will rush into view,
in a landscape that leaves you speechless.

- From the bottom of the fjord, everything looks immense. Like its king: it is called Preikestolen, the
famous "rock pulpit’, a granite cliff that is an amazing 604 meters high. Very few people are lucky
enough to see it from the water like you.

+ Your captain will point out one curiosity after another: from the first house built on the fjord to a
cave that thieves once used to..communicate. Focus your gaze: can you see something embedded
in the rock?

STAVANGER AND PREIKESTOLEN: ADVENTURE ON THE LYSEFJORD

In a nutshell

From Stavanger you'll reach the Preikestolen basecamp, and experience an adventure in Norwegian
nature.The route takes you to Preikestolen, the spectacular rock platform suspended above the Lysefjord
. A powerful panorama, strong emotions and one of the most iconic locations of Norway at your feet.

+ We will skirt the port of Stavanger by coach. Heart of the Norwegian oil industry, Stavanger is the
country's fourth largest city in terms of population and is located at the entrance to the Gandsfjord,
sheltered from the North Sea.

+ We will then continue by coach to the Preikestolen Refuge.

« From there, we will walk along a rocky mountain path to admire the stunning views dotted with
small lakes. This area, which is home to a substantial population of ptarmigan, is well-known to
local hunters and fishermen.

- Continuing our walking tour, we will reach the Preikestolen (the "pulpit’rock ), a flat rock that
overlooks the Lysefjord from a height of 604 metres above sea level. From here, we can enjoy
beautiful views of the surrounding mountains.

« After our visit, we will return along the same path to the Preikestolen Refuge, where our coach will be
waiting to take us back to Stavanger.
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« The Preikestolen area is not secure. We therefore recommend you move with caution and keep a
safe distance from the cliff edge.

+ The experience takes place on an uneven mountain track that also has steep sections. Accordingly,
for your own safety, it is important to wear walking shoes. If you do not have any with you, they can
be rented on site.

+ We recommend you wear a waterproof windbreaker over your clothes.

+ This outdoor excursion will take place in all weathers, with the exception of snow.

« The walk covers a distance of approximately 8 km with a difference in height of approximately 340
metres from start to finish and is only recommended for guests accustomed to walking on rough
paths.

STAVANGER: VIKINGS, LANDSCAPES AND NORWEGIAN SYMBOLS

In a nutshell

From Stavanger to the origins of Norway. Visit the Iron Age Farm at Ullandhaug, overlooking the
Hafrsfjord, cross the countryside at Jaeren and admire the Ryfylke mountains. Stop in front of the iconic
swords in the stone and then head back to Stavanger, its Cathedral and the alleys of the historic center.
A tour featuring the Viking past alongside Norway's modern side.

The programme
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- We will set off from the port by coach through Ullandhaug, an area famous for its reconstructions of
Iron Age farms. Ullandhaug also boasts breath-taking views of the Hafrsfjord where, in 872, the
Viking king Harald Fairhair defeated the last of the local princes and unified 29 small kingdoms
under one crown, founding the Kingdom of Norway. To the east stretches the fertile landscape of
Joeren, with the Ryfylke Mountains in the distance.

- We will then continue to the outskirts of Stavanger to admire the Sverd i fiell ("Swords in Rock™), a
fascinating memorial by the sculptor Fritz Reed. The monument depicts three 10 metre-high swords
that commemorate the historic battle of Hafrsfjord. The largest sword represents the victorious
Harald, while the smaller ones symbolise the vanquished kings. The monument is also intended to
symbolise peace, as the swords are struck in solid rock, from which they can never be removed.

+ We will now pass through both the older and more modern districts of Stavanger; we will admire
the outside of the Cathedral, built in around 1125 by Bishop Reinald of Winchester with the help of
British craftsmen. Of all the churches built in Norway during the Middle Ages, Stavanger Cathedral is
the only one that still retains its original features.

+ Before returning to the ship, we will treat ourselves to a walk through "Old Stavanger”, with its typical
narrow streets lined with picturesque wooden houses that date back to the 18th and 19th centuries,
a time when it was home to sailors, craftsmen and merchants. This unique areq, located just a few
minutes from the port, is now at the centre of the city's most ambitious redevelopment project.

« The Cathedral is currently under renovation, so the visit will be from outside.

+ On leaving the square, we will continue to the Cathedral for an outside visit Dedicated to St. Svithun,
patron saint of the city, and built in around 1125 by Bishop Reinald of Winchester, with the help of
British craftsmen, Stavanger Cathedral is the best-preserved medieval church in Norway, second

only to the Nidaros Cathedral in Trondheim.
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+ After admiring the cathedral, we will return to the port.
