With a name that means �basket�,

inherited from the Logis du Panier inn of 1600, it is a hotchpotch of shops, painters' and potters'

studios, and social housing.

After the Vieille Charité, which once welcomed the poor, we'll take you to a typical �bistrot� to try

some navettes, the local cookies that are boat-shaped and flavored with orange flower.

A final taste of local culture at the Sainte-Marie-Majeure Cathedral, known as �La Major� by locals,

and then you too can get back to sea.

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Prado Park by the sea. Here you will also find the longest bench in the world with its almost three

kilometers.

You will arrive as far as the Longchamps Palace, where we make a short stop to take some photos.

We will continue our journey across Alicante's historic centre, which

leads us to Calle Labradores and Rambla de Méndez Núñez, built along the route of ancient

defence walls and where presently the city's night-life is focused.

We will arrive at Explanada de España, a long promenade which runs along the sea, covered by

over six and a half million 'azulejos' (marble tile mosaics) in red, white and black, arranged to form

a wave pattern, which represents one of Alicante's most characteristic images.

In the shade of the palm trees which flank Explanada, we will pass the usually busy stalls, going

from the beach of Postiguet, located to the north of Explanada, and the Parque de Canalejas, with

its fish market, which presently is the best exhibition hall in Alicante, located on the other side.

At Explanada, we will stop to taste the famous 'horchata de chufa', a refreshing drink typical of this

region, prepared using water, sugar and sweet almond milk.

We leave the port of Casablanca for a panoramic coach tour through the modern districts of the

city which were built starting from the beginning of the 20th century according to an urban plan

that was destined to transform the city and plan out its extraordinary growth. 

During one of the photo stops our guide takes us to see Mohammed V Square, the heart of the city

and a modern Muslim architectural complex inspired by national traditions. 

We cut across the Arab League Park by coach and we drive along the Moulay Youssef Boulevard,

one of the major thoroughfares of the city lined by elegant Art Deco and Neo-Moorish style houses. 

From here we reach the biggest mosque in the world after the one in Mecca: the Hassan II Mosque,

which, according to the intentions of the king, symbolizes an Islam that is open to the world and to

science. With a monumental 210-metre tall minaret, this mosque is a masterpiece of art and

technology. 

Our tour proceeds through the wide avenues of the city centre where our guide shows us the 

Casablanca Twin Centre, a large post-modern complex comprising two 115-metre tall twin towers

separated by an impressive marble staircase. 

We then go back to the seafront and drive along the Corniche past the trendiest clubs, elegant

terraces, luxury hotels and well-equipped beach clubs, up to our restaurant. Here we are enchanted

by the warm, cosy, romantic, almost sensual Moroccan atmosphere where nothing is left to chance,

not even the excellent yet discreet service. Candles everywhere, Maghreb-style period decorations

that are still popular today like the hand-painted inlaid ceramic art on the walls and ceilings

creating an intimate atmosphere with the repetitive and relaxing rhythm of a fountain decorated

with a thousand and one coloured tiles. We are embraced by the aromas and flavours of authentic 

local cuisine served in Limoges plates, whose secret lies in a balanced combination of sweet and

salty tastes and the clever use of delicate and varied spices and aromatic herbs. Our dinner is also

accompanied by Arabo-Andalusian music and a performance of a traditional dance. 

After dinner and some typical mint tea, the symbol par excellence of Moroccan hospitality, we

board our coach again for our return journey along the Corniche with its lively night life. On the way

back to the ship we have a last glimpse of the Hassan II Mosque, which, as the inhabitants of

Casablanca say, and thanks to its magical flood lighting, looks like a divine creation resting on the
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ocean.

Places on this excursion are limited. We recommend booking early .

But that's only the beginning. In the Eixample district is the church of the Sagrada Família , a

gigantic building with an open construction site that is constantly evolving, as even today, decades

later, expert craftsmen are still following the designs left by the master.

Casa Milà, on the other hand, better known as La Pedrera is the master's most mature work and is

considered the greatest example of Catalan Modernism. It's a great photo opportunity with its 

undulating façades, chimneys that wrap around themselves and original cast iron railings that

evoke breaking waves.
