The last surprise awaits you at the Devil's Saddle, the promontory with a legendary name: it is
rumored that Lucifer lost his saddle here whilst doing battle with the angels over this stretch of sea.
And that when this fell into the water, it turned to stone, creating this curious rock formation.

After so many gems, it's time for a typical aperitif. Enjoy it while admiring the sun, the sea and
Poetto beach, a must for Cagliari natives all year round.

During the boat trip, the staff will be on hand to provide information and assistance.
